General

Each pie must be entered with the person’s name who baked it, one pie entry per
person.

Pies are baked at home and must be dropped off to the 4H Food Booth by 11:00 a.m.
on Saturday of the show for judging.

Judging will begin at 11:30 a.m.

Pies should come covered, in a disposable dish as the dish cannot be returned.

Registration

Entrants must have pies to the 4H Food Booth by 11:00 a.m. where a registration sheet
will be filled out with Name, Phone number, Type of pie.
Pies will be numbered upon delivery; the baker’s name will not be known to the judges.

Judging

Judging will begin at 11:30 a.m.

Judging will be done by 3 “guest judges”, using a point system. The Pie Auction
Committee will tally the point sheets.

Points will be awarded based on overall appearance, taste, and crust. The pie with the
most points will be the winner.

1%, 2" and 3" places will be awarded prizes and “Bragging Rights”.

Winners will be announced at the 1:00 p.m. auction.
